Board Meeting 

January 15, 2016
CALL TO ORDER

The Arkansas Psychology Board meeting was called to order by the Chair of the Board, Dr. Edward Kleitsch, at 10:40 AM.
ROLL CALL

Ms. Nina Carter was present as the Board’s Attorney General Representative.
Ms. Gail Ragland was present as the Governor’s Office Liaison.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Ms. Bryson made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Dr. Everett seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

APPROVAL OF PAST MINUTES

Ms. Hoehn made a motion to approve the December 18, 2015 Board Meeting minutes. Ms. Bryson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
REPORT FROM THE COMPLAINT COMMITTEE
Ms. Sponer informed the Board that no new complaints had been filed in the Board office and two (2) Consent Agreements had been signed by the Respondents and returned to the Board office with one (1) fine being paid in full.
OLD BUSINESS
Ms. Maureen Ryan-McGehee provided information regarding Supervision Agreement and Plans with Dr. Bramlett and Dr. Rowell. Dr. Fowler made a motion to table request for clarification and stated supervision should be dispersed throughout the month. Dr. Everett seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS
Personnel Committee Report
Dr. Fowler advised that the Personnel Committee had no meeting this month and therefore, no report.
Treasurer’s Report
Dr. Everett informed the Board that the agency continues to operate within its budget. For the month of December, the Board’s total amount of deposits was $2,704.58, available budget was $74,481.77, amount of warrants was $8,136.81 and the salary report was $2,347.12. 
Director’s Report
Ms. Sponer notified the Board of new Access database proposal that would allow the Board to own its database instead of having to make yearly payments to an outside source for the use of a database. She stated she will contact the Department of Finance and Administration (DF&A) – Accounting and Budget for inquiries regarding available appropriations and budget and provide the Board with that information at the next Board meeting.
Ms. Sponer informed the Board of Federal Bureau of Investigations (FBI) audit scheduled for February 23, 2016. Ms. Sponer reported that the Board office, with the suggestion from the Arkansas Crime Information Center (ACIC) liaison, has implemented a new Fingerprint Verification Form. This form will allow the technician conducting the fingerprints to verify the applicant and send the fingerprint card and documentation directly back to the Board office. 

Ms. Sponer notified the Board that the Statement of Financial Interest report must be completed and submitted to the Secretary of State prior to March 23, 2016.
In addition, Ms. Sponer informed the Board that a Licensee was inquiring if they needed to have an Active license in order to do Spiritual Direction. The Board agreed that if someone acknowledges themselves as a Psychologist or Psychological Examiner, then that is how they are perceived to the public and would have to have an Active license in order to practice Psychology in the State of Arkansas.  
Completion of 3,000 Hours

Ms. Toni Thomas submitted her completion of 3,000 hours toward License Psychological Examiner- Independent Status. Dr. Fowler made a motion to deny the request for Independent Status until supervision logs have been reviewed for clarification. Ms. Hoehn seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Statement of Intent Revision (New SAP included)
Ms. Mirtha Cellitti submitted a revised Statement of Intent, adding Objective Testing and Diagnostic Interviewing as areas of practice, along with a Supervision Agreement and Plan indicating Dr. Marcela Johnston as her primary supervisor. Dr. Everett made a motion to approve the request. Dr. Fowler seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
Ms. Courtney Johnson submitted a revised Statement of Intent adding Group Therapy as an area of practice, along with a Supervision Agreement and Plan indicating Dr. Phillip Hestand as her primary supervisor. Dr. Fowler made a motion to approve the Supervision Agreement and Plan. Ms. Bryson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
